21 Plaintiff EVA REBER alleges as and for a complaint against defendants, and each of

22 them, for the following damages:

23 I.
GENERAL ALLEGATIONS24

25 1. This matter arises from the conversion by fraud and collusion of One Million

26 One Hundred Thirty-One Thousand Seven Hundred Twelve Dollars and 63/100

27 ($1,131,712.63) from plaintiff EVA REBER (hereinafter "plaintiff') through a scheme

28 organized and led by defendant JERRY WHITTINGTON (hereinafter "WHITTINGTON"),
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1 with the assistance and collusion of others, including an employee of defendant BANK OF

2 AMERICA, N.A. (hereinafter "BANK OF AMERICA"). Plaintiff, who is a successful real

3 estate broker, was lured by defendants in particular, JERRY WHITTINGTON and PATTY

4 TORRES, into a variety of purported investments, including stock, wine exportation and

5 primarily purchase of residential real estate known as "short sales."

6 2. Plaintiff relied on representations of an employee of defendant BANK OF

7 AMERICA, defendant PATTY TORRES, who represented defendant WHITTINGTON to be

8 'a very good customer of BANK OF AMERICA and had engaged in numerous short sale

9 transactions with the Bank through its employee TORRES.

3. Defendant WHITTINGTON represented himself to be a very successful lawyer

11 for Sony Pictures, the owner of several companies and a shrewd investor. Defendant

12 WHITTINGTON held himself out to be a regular investor in short sale investments with

13 BANK OF AMERICA, representing that he personally knew defendant TORRES and was

14 able to buy 18 short sale homes that were under current market value. Defendant TORRES

15 confirmed repeatedly that WHITTINGTON had purchased many short sales through her.

16 4. Defendant WHITTINGTON further represented himself to be the owner of

17 SATCOM LIMITED Trust Account, under which the short sale transactions were conducted,

18 and that BANK OF AMERICA knew him as an honest and reputable investor. TORRES

19 consistently confmned these representations.

20 5. In reliance on the representations of WHITTINGTON and TORRES, plaintiff

21 was encouraged to and in fact did invest with defendant WHITTINGTON and paid to his

22 accounts held by BANK OF AMERICA over $1.2 million in funds.

23 6. These representations were false. In fact, defendant WHITTINGTON is not a

24 lawyer, or executive or investor. Defendant WHITTINGTON is a convicted felon who

25 served time in a federal penitentiary, has multiple aliases and was prosecuted for among other

26 crimes, impersonating a lawyer and fraud. Plaintiff is informed and believes, and based upon

27 such alleges, that WHITTINGTON ever made any short sale real estate transactions with
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
